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Seneca Lake is the largest of the 
glacial Finger Lakes and is also 
the deepest lake that is contained 
entirely within the state. It is 
this vast volume of water that 
contributes to our  terroir which 
is ideal for growing grapes, given 
the lake helps blunt extreme low 
and high, temperatures year-
round. 

The Iroquois were the first to 
utilize the microclimates created 
by the lake’s varying water 
temperatures. The Iroquois’ fruit 
crops flourished. Later, European 
settlers planted only what they 
needed to survive or use for 
local barter, until the opening 

Today, the Seneca Lake Wine Trail,  
in the heart of the Finger Lakes 
Region of New York State, is one 
of the largest cohesive wine trails 
in North America. Our member 
wineries pride themselves on 

both the diversity of wines they 
carefully make, as well as the 
many different styles of tasting 
rooms positioned all around 
Seneca Lake.
 
While our member wineries 
are excellent, award-winning 
producers of some of the world’s 

of the Erie Canal. Backyard fruit 
trees and arbors quickly grew 
into commercial orchards and 
vineyards.

In 1866, the western shores of 
Seneca Lake became home to 
its first winery, the Seneca Lake 
Grape Wine Company. The winery 
planted 100 acres of grapes. 
At the time, it was the largest 
vineyard in the state. By 1869 they 
were producing 14,000 gallons 
of Seneca Lake’s first commercial 
wine.
 
Since that time, Seneca Lake has 
become a popular winery and 
grape growing destination in 
the Finger Lakes Region as well 
as the Eastern United States. 
In 1986, the Seneca Lake Wine 
Trail was formed to help better 
market member wineries as a 
consolidated destination, pooling 
their resources and creating 
various wine and food pairing 
events, among other functions, to 
help introduce more people to 
our excellent wines and wineries.

finest wines, visitors to our region 
should also appreciate the 
member wineries’ commitment 
to the appellation. Over 60% 
of the wine sold in each of our
